

Definition of a round: 
Club House start line – A round is completed the first time you cross the finish line after completing a whole the course
Committee boat start – A round is defined as the number of times you go through the finish line after rounding the mark preceding the F on the course board. The finish is always between the pontoon and yellow mark on the opposite side of the broad. In this example you only go around mark 2 once. 
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
